The position of Lift Mechanic is a full time, year round position.  We are looking for a motivated individual who will troubleshoot, maintain, and occasionally install all ski lift equipment (both surface and above surface) and oversee other ski lift maintenance personnel. The ability read and understand technical drawings and schematics, prepare technical reports and keep accurate work records is essential. Applicants must be able to work at heights and in adverse weather conditions, working throughout the year, occasionally at night, and on weekends and holidays leading up to and during the operating season.

Responsibilities include but are not limited to:
· performing daily inspections on ski lifts prior to daily operation in the winter season

· ensure all lifts are maintained to all relative standards (CSA Z98, Technical Standards and Safety Act and provincial regulations) and manufacturers recommendations 

· performing maintenance and inspection duties as required by applicable Periodic Engineering Review and Assessment as per TSSA requirements and the contracted engineers

· assist with maintenance in the snowmaking and grooming departments as required

· continue development of a preventative maintenance plan for ski lift equipment

· maintain logs and other documentation relative to ski lift maintenance and operation

· assist with other ski area events and emergency situations as required

· have knowledge of and adhere to Occupational Health and Safety Policies and Procedures set out by the OHSA, relative Provincial Regulations, and Beaver Valley Ski Club 

· perform additional duties as assigned relative to all operational aspects of Beaver Valley Ski Club

Requirements

· 5 years industry experience 

· Millwright certificate or TSSA SLM – B as a minimum

· Driver’s Licence

· Electrical knowledge and experience preferred

· Knowledge of Occupational Health and Safety Act and Regulations

· Self motivated and positive attitude

· Ability to operate ATVs, snowmobiles, and other small equipment safely

· Knowledge of basic rigging as asset

· Be able to work well with others in a closely knit team environment

· Be able to lift 60 lbs
